3.2 Header  
The Header section is the top part of the page that shows the Mercury Tours. It has tabs 
that allow users to navigate to activities within the Mercury Tours.

The Footer section, which is common to all web pages, contains and our Disclaimer.

You can also close the web-
browser window and reload the login page manually in a new browser window.
